 Pope Francis will be taking part in the upcoming COP28 Conference on climate change in Dubai 
and will address the Conference on December 2. The  
Pope is widely respected internationally as a voice of faith.  In Laudate Deum, he states: 
 
  "If there is sincere interest in making COP28 a historic event that honors and ennobles us as 
human beings, then one can only hope for binding forms of energy transition that meet three 
conditions: that they be efficient, obligatory and readily monitored," and  "May those taking 
part in the Conference be strategists capable of considering the common good and the future 
of their children, more than the short-term interests of certain countries or businesses.  
In this way, may they demonstrate the nobility of politics and not its shame."
